The church is named after Wenna, one of the children of Brychan, (ruler of Brycheiniog - Breconshire).


In the 6th Century it is believed she travelled to Cornwall in a coracle and having found a clear spring she built a wooden hut. People met and prayed with her as she taught them about Jesus and after she died they built a simple wooden church.  Much later the church that we know was started and finished around 600yrs ago. The well is still there, just within the private grounds of Morval House and the water is used for baptisms in our church.
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
